*Make sure your quad runs fine with the top of the air box totally
removed through all of the gears. This kit is not recommended
for non jetted quads. A plug check is highly recommended to
see if a lean condition is present. If you cut up your box and
your quad needs to be re-jetted it will run poory.

*Quads with Fl amd stock exhaust with EHS Lid generally do not
require a different fuel optimizer. However we do recommend
ocur EHS Racing EF| Tuner for any aftermarket exhaust otherwvise
a lean condition will result.

1. Installation, what you need is a marker, drill with »" bit,
preferably a jig saw with a wood blade or another type of a
saw to cut the hole out, a 7/16" open end wrench, a 2/116" Allen
wrench, sand paper, chisel ,.and a pair of side cutters. [Fig 1}

2, Center the aluminum plate on the airbox so the engraving is
perpendicular to the 2 side clips. (Fig 2 Arrows) The plates
cutside edge should sit flat all the way around except for the
recessed grooves in the top. Drill one pilot hole through the
aluminum plate into the OEM cover, now put one of the bolts
through the hole and tighten it up. (If positioned correctly it
retains the filter stay on the backside of the cover). [Fig 2}

3. Mext drill a second hole opposite of first and install nut and bolt,
then proceed to drill the rest of the holes this is to make sure the
plate stays in the same spot.

4. Once the holes are drilled cutline the hole that you are going to cut
out. (Fig 3}

5. Take the plate off and cut the hole out, recommended tool is a
jigsaw or dremel if you don’t have one, | would recommend making
a lot of holes with a bigger drill bit and using some sort of a small
hand saw or a hacksaw blade. HINT: It's easiest to drill the corners
with a bigger drill bit first, before cutting. (Fig 4}

&. Now that the hole is cut, remove any molded parts that interfere
with the bolts. Then file and sand all the edges and make sure
everything is smooth or else the filter can rip over time. (Fig 5}

7. You will need to trim the 4 rubber gashkets to fit into the recessed
area. Align the hole in the gasket to the drilled hole in cover and trim
off excess. (Fig 6)

&. Once smooth take the filker, and plate assemble together. Order
recommended: airbox > gaskets = filter = plate.

9. Once assembled position over the DEM cover line up the holes, and
bolt everything together and your ready to go.
